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Abstract

The idea of celebrating poetry has been considered among poets for ages. Among
Kurdish poets, poetry has been of such a high position. Some have admired their poems
from the bottom of their hearts and adopted them as their children. This research sought
to reinterpret and account for the suggestion of the above idea in Kurdish poets’ poetry
with a descriptive-analytical method. For that purpose, poetry by well-known
nineteenth-century poets was selected as the target research population. In the
background of the discussion, the topic of investigation was first examined and
analyzed in the Islamic-Iranian literary tradition, so that its position in Kurdish
Literature could be explained and detailed more properly. It was found that poetry, as a
whole, has sometimes been evaluated and embodied by Kurdish poets as a child or a
son; in other cases, each verse has been regarded as two children. This thought has often
been accompanied by aspects of expression including simile, allegory and metaphor.
Furthermore, poetry has been assumed in Kurdish Literature as a source of immortality
and freeness from the defect of childlessness, which can be ensured by a son. Along the
same lines, poetry has been considered in Kurdish poets’ thought as pure and free from

improper notions, where a type of ultimate, absolute poetry has been suggested.
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Introduction

1. Statement of the problem

This essay, with a descriptive-analytical method, aims to analyze and investigate the
idea of "child- poetry" in Kurdish poetry. For this purpose, some famous poets who own
the thought and style of Kurdish literature have been examined, especially in the 19th
century, and considerable poetic evidence was found from most of these poets, such as
Nali, Haji Qader Koyi, Hariq, Mahwi and "BEKHOD".

Discussion

Kurdish classical poets' connection with their poems has been widely and at a level of
breadth beyond the normal connection of a poet with his nature and thought. The signs
and seeds of this connection can be seen from the very first flashes of Kurdish poetry.
They have loved and cherished their poetry as their beloved child. By taking a step into
the unconscious psyche of the poet, in most of the studied poems, this phenomenon is
evident and concrete, that in Kurdish literature, poetry has replaced the child.

Especially, some poets, in reality and in their social life, did not have children, as a
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result, they found their consolation from this passage. This matter deserves to be raised
as a valuable topic and problem in the field of academic research. Therefore, we will
continue to analyze and analyze this issue in several contexts. It is worth discussing that
Kurdish poets have presented the idea of child-reading poetry in several ways, the most
honorable of which is the poem as a child; a poem is like a son and a stanza is like a
child.

1. Poem-parenting in Kurdish literature

Some classical Kurdish poets have depicted their intense dependence and attachment
to the bride of their thoughts and assumed their poetry as their child. They considered
their poems as their "child" and "son" and loved and cherished them. This fascination is
evident everywhere in the thoughts of these poets. Among them, Nali (1877-1800)
wrote Kurdish literature as one of the best poets of the 19th century. He wrotes: "My
poems, which are my heart, are in danger. Nali is so hard-hearted, there is no limit to his
children!"

2. Poetry as a child

The poem of reading children as a motif in Kurdish poetry has a wider expression
and has been a part of the thought of different poets. The poem as a boy was mentioned
by Haji Qader Koyi (1897-1815) who wrote about it: "Someone who is not a poet, his
heart is blind; it is thanks to my poems that I have sons (several sons)."

3. A stanza of poetry as a child

As implied by Haji Qader's poetry, the idea of the value of a poem compared to a
child (in Haji's poem, a son is mentioned) has been raised among poets. This issue has
been considered in the poets of Hariq. He wrote: "Poems of Hariq, every stanza is worth
a child, you ignorant customer! Why do you lose them out of laziness?"

4. Poetry as an elixir of immortality

In addition to the concept of the poem-childhood among the classical poets of
Kurdish literature, the poem is also a source of immortality and the eternal survival of
the poet's name and memory. It is worth mentioning that the idea of poetry as the water
of an animal that gives eternal life is mentioned in Hafez's poetry (Nikdar Asl 1389:
231). This theme is mentioned in Haji Qader's poem; where he says: "Haji, like
Fereydoun, will remain until the wheel is established, thanks to his poems." Based on

this verse, thanks to his poems, the poet considers himself to be eternal.
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Conclusion

In Kurdish literature, sometimes poetry is manifested as "child", which is also an
allusion to children (in the poem Nali and Hariq); sometimes as "son" (in Haji Qader
Koyi and Bekhod); and sometimes, each stanza of the poem is considered as a "child"
(in poetry of Hariq). In the thought of Kurdish poets, poetry is an "ultimate poem" or
"absolute" that does not have an unpleasant meaning (in Nali's poetry). In the context of
this idea in Kurdish poetry, a stigmatizing and immortal view of poetry can also be seen
(by Haji Qader Koyi and Bekhod); in this way, poetry has been considered a means of

liberation from "blindness" and "a factor of immortality".
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
